Dean’s Tortilla Soup with South of the Border Flavours

METHOD

Heat oil in a large saucepan over
medium heat. Add tortillas and garlic
and sauté until tortillas are crisp and
garlic is golden brown, about 4 to 5
minutes. Add onion purée and cook for
5 minutes, stirring occasionally until
reduced by half. Add tomato purée,
roasted chillies, jalapefos, cumin,
coriander, epazote, and chicken stock.
Bring to a boil. Lower heat and simmer
for approximately 40 minutes. Skim fat
from surface, if necessary. Process
through a food mill to attain the perfect
consistency or use a blender (soup may
become thick: thin out with additional
chicken stock). Season to taste with salt,
lemon, and cayenne.

INGREDIENTS - Serves 4

3 thsp olive oil

4 corn tortillas, cut into long strips
8 garlic cloves, peeled

2 cups fresh onion purée

4 cups fresh tomato purée

5 dried ancho chillies, fire roasted
and seeded (see Note 1)

2 jalapefos, chopped

1 tbsp cumin powder

1 tbsp epazote, chopped (or 2 tbsp
chopped fresh coriander)

1 tsp coriander, ground

1 large bay leaf

1% quarts (1.4 litres) chicken stock
Salt to taste

Lemon juice to taste

Cayenne pepper to taste

1 smoked chicken breast, skinless,
boneless, and diced small

1 large avocado, peeled, seeded,
and cut into small cubes

V> cup shredded Boyaca

(Latin Cheddar) cheese

4 tbsp green cabbage, small dice

3 thsp red radish, small dice

1 tbsp jalapefio pepper, seeded & minced
4 corn tortillas, cut into thin strips &
fried crisp

Note 1 — Using a pair of kitchen
tongs, hold each chilli directly over an
open flame. Lightly roast each chilli, on
all sides, for about 30 to 45 seconds. (Be
careful not to blacken or burn chillies.)
When chillies are cool, remove seeds
and stem. This same process can be
done in a preheated 200°C/400°F oven.
Cook chillies for about 2 to 3 minutes.

Djibouti may not feature widely on the
tourist radar, but head just out of the
city and you'll discover many natural
wonders. Lake Assal is a unique place
to visit — not only because, at 155m
below sea level, it is the lowest point
of Africa, but also because it is the
second most saline lake in the world
after Don Juan Pond in Antarctica.
[tis the largest salt reserve in the world,
and for many centuries the local Afar
tradesmen have taken bricks of its salt
on their camels to the highlands of
Ethiopia, to trade them for coffee,
musk, and other goods. These, in
turn, were then sold on markets at
the coast, and exported overseas.

For a long time, the precious salt
itself was used as currency. It is
therefore nicknamed "White Gold"
an important commodity in the
desert landscape of Djibouti.

No matter when you go, it is

hot here, and the salt crust is so thick
you can walk on it in some parts.

Forget about taking a refreshing dip
here: even where there is water, it is so
dense its original name is Buhayrah
Asal, or ‘honey lake’, for its thickness.
Still, a visit is recommended, if only
because you may still find a camel
caravan carrying chunks of white gold
to the mountains in the west; the salt
trade continues to this very day.

Head back to the coast for a swim:
Djibouti is a great site for diving and
snorkelling, being the place where the
waters of the Red Sea and Indian Ocean
meet. It's also among the few locations
where the harmless whale sharks are
known to visit on an annual basis. @

Barcelona

Catalan painter and sculptor Samuel Salcedo reveals the secrets of the beautiful Eixample
area of Barcelona. With its list of prestigious art galleries, unique modernist architecture,
and outdoor dining, it is a cultural feast.

Barcelona is known for the ingenious
architectural designs of Gaudi, who
inspired a generation of architects who
went on to use the Eixample district as
their canvas. The one-upmanship
amongst the craftsmen who worked on
the buildings has created an impressive
kaleidoscope of ornate and dramatic
architecture. Elegant and sophisticated,
Eixample is a pleasing contrast to the
crowds of Barcelona's more infamous
street, Las Ramblas.

Hidden among the labyrinth of
modernist buildings awaits a quiet,
seemingly unassuming street, Carrer
Enric Granados. It takes its name from
the classical composer and pianist
Enrique Granados (1867-1916), whose
music was in a distinctively Spanish
style, fittingly named given the street’s
local charm and flavour. But it doesn't
reveal its charm too easily, according to
Salcedo; one must dig to find the gems.

The street is semi-pedestrianised,
allowing you to stroll comfortably under
the leafy overhang, passing terraces filled

with Eixample’s fashionably bohemian
residents. For local art and up-and-
coming artists you will do no better than
to stumble upon 3 Punts. It is here that
you will also discover Salcedo’s
captivating sculptures. For a thoroughly
unpretentious art gallery experience, visit
Cosmo Gallery, a combined café and
gallery. It is a wonderful place to take in
new art in a relaxed atmosphere. The
gallery’s mission is to ‘bring art to the
people’, and it does exactly that.

If looking at all that art has you
yearning to take home something
beautiful for your walls, drop in to
L'appartement, an uber-cool design
shop that is renowned for showcasing
the best new designers just before they
make it big.

If you want to test your Spanish, you
can chat with Norman Vilalta, an
artisanal shoemaker. He famously
abandoned a law career in Buenos Aires
to begin his apprenticeship in Spain. He
is now a master, and he is shoemaker
for the Spanish royal family. This would

be a rare opportunity to own a pair of
his exquisitely crafted bespoke shoes.

Some of the city’s best restaurants
can be found here. Etapes’
contemporary Mediterranean cuisine
comes with a recommendation from
Michelin. Not out to impress, this
restaurant has simple décor and a small
terrace, but the quality of the food
speaks for itself. If you want to step it
up, then choose Alba Granados. This
restaurant is the younger sibling of Alba
Paris; the food is elegant with traditional
Basque roots. If you're in the mood for
romance, reserve a table on the balcony
overlooking the street.

If you want to go straight to dessert,
then treat yourself with some delicious
ice-cream at Delacrem or line up at
Cup and Cake for an old favourite, the
cupcake made with an artistic flair that
typifies Carrer d’Enric Granados. @

LoneStar Sophistication: Where Cultivation and Cowboys Collide

With Qatar Airways commencing flights to Dallas Fort Worth
on July 1, Dallas-born and fifth-generation Texan Leah Walker explores
the cities’ Western heritages andseuilltural scenes.
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hirty minutes
on the Tom
Landry Freeway
separates Dallas and Fort
Worth, two cities steeped in
Texas tradition. ‘DFW’ rolls off
the tongue as if it were one, but
the two cities couldn’t be more
different in terms of reputation.

THE BIG ‘D’

Dallas has produced its fair share of
polarising people. Boisterous and
boot-wearing billionaire businessmen
H. Ross Perot Sr and Jerry Jones
embody popular society's idea of

a typical Dallasite, a stereotype no
doubt pervaded by the over-the-top
1980s soap opera Dallas.

Despite its glitzy persona, Dallas
began humbly. What was intended
as a Trinity River trading post for
Native Americans became a permanent
settlement growing steadily through
the Civil War and Reconstruction
periods. In the 1870s, the railroad
arrived, and brought with it new
residents, including Wild West legend
Doc Holliday. It wasn't until 1930 that
Dallas’s future as a prosperous business
centre was solidified. While the country
was reeling from the Great Depression,
oil was discovered near the city, leading
to economic growth for Dallas.

The city was built on the backs of
men who pulled black gold from the
area’s ground. As fortunes grew, so did
the city’s swagger and reputation for
grandiose ways. The skyline became
crowded, and the demand for more
cultural offerings grew. Today Dallas is
filled with world-class museums,
theatres, and public art.

The Old Red Museum, which
recounts the history of Dallas County,

sits adjacent to the Sixth Floor
Museum. Here, the chain of events
leading to the assassination of President
John F. Kennedy is chronicled through
photos, videos, and relics. On the SMU
(South Methodist University) campus is
the George W. Bush Presidential
Library and Museum, which houses
artefacts and records associated

with his presidency. In Fair Park,

the African American Museum
highlights the heritage and works

of black artists. Dallas's newest addition
is the ultra-modern Perot Museum

of Nature and Science.

When the Dallas Arts District
opened in 2009, it became the largest
of its kind in the country. Comprised of
19 adjoining blocks and 28 hectars, this
cluster of culture is the nucleus of
Dallas’s art scene. An opera house and
theatre make up the AT&T Performing
Arts Center. Featuring the private
collection of its founders, the Crow
Collection of Asian Art has over 600
permanent pieces on display.

Cattle-drive sculptures, Pioneer Plaza, Dallas.

The Dallas Museum of Art’s
extensive collection spans styles,
times, and continents, and the Nasher
Sculpture Center showcases the work
of modern and contemporary masters
like Picasso and Koons.

No matter how cosmopolitan Dallas
appears, it's still Texan at its core. This
identity is celebrated in the names of
their beloved sports teams (Cowboys
and Mavericks), as well as Big Tex, the
16m-tall cowboy statue that greets
visitors at Fair Park. In downtown'’s
Pioneer Plaza, a herd of 49 bronze
longhorns are herded by three cowboys,
a Texas-sized art piece commemorating
Dallas's cattle-drive past. And from
June through until August, cowboys
and cowgirls compete on Friday and
Saturday nights at the Mesquite
Rodeo, just east of downtown.

Dallas hasn't forgotten its Western
heritage, although it's more muted
than its neighbour to the west.

COWTOWN

On any given day, it's possible to find
Bob Moorhouse around Fort Worth’s
Stockyards. The city is known for its
Western legacy, and the Stockyards are
one of Moorhouse’s favourite places.
Distinguishable by the bushy, grey
moustache spanning the width of his
face, Moorhouse's vehicle of choice isn't a
stereotypical pick-up truck, but instead a
cream Volkswagen Thing with a massive
Watusi skull for a hood ornament.

After two decades as general
manager of the famed Pitchfork Ranch,
Western photographer and lifetime
cowboy Moorhouse retired and left
behind the wide-open country plains
for the confines of city life. This could
be the plot of a Beverly Hillbillies sequel
if the city wasn't Fort Worth.
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Originally founded as a military
camp during the Civil War, Fort Worth
served as a main stop for cowboys
driving longhorns along the famous
Chisholm Trail. Even after the cattle-
drive days, Fort Worth remained key
to the cattle industry, earning the
nickname Cowtown, a moniker the
city still embraces.

Fort Worth is a place that holds
steadfastly to its authentic Western
roots, as opposed to a hyper-Vegas
version of what others imagine as
genuine Texas. A nod to the city’s
livestock legacy is most prevalent in the
Stockyards. Twice daily, real cowboys on
horseback lead longhorn cattle down
the brick-paved heart of this National
Historical District. Home to the world's
firstindoor rodeo, the Stockyards
continue that tradition every Friday and
Saturday night. In Fort Worth, the Old
West is alive and celebrated, but the city
is no one-trick pony.

Beyond saddles and sawdust,
Fort Worth is known for more urbane
pursuits as well. Thanks in large part
to wealthy oil and cattle families,
Cowtown also has world-class cultural
offerings, such as the downtown
2,056-seat Bass Performance Hall,
home to the city’s symphony, ballet
company, and opera. And just outside
of downtown is the Cultural District.
With five museums, it's the epicentre
of the city's art scene.

Establishing a museum for the
citizens of Fort Worth was the vision
of newspaper publisher and oil baron
Amon Carter. What began in 1961
predominantly as a place for Western
art, the Amon Carter Museum has
developed into a pre-eminent
collection of American art. This Cultural

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Dallia M. Abdelmoniem, a resident of Cairo for
more than 15 years, reflects on the joys of spending
Ramadan in one of the world’s busiest cities.
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Cairo can be maddening at times. Very maddening. The crowds, the traffic, the noise levels,
the road rules that only locals seem to understand; but for one month of every year all the
negative points seemingly dissipate and the city turns into a mass of twinkling fawanees (lantern).

Ramadan is one of the holiest months
in the Muslim calendar and, though
observance of it is sacrosanct, in Cairo
it's been taken up a notch and has very
much become a month of celebration
as well. When | first moved to the
Egyptian capital | was told to enjoy
fasting as it takes on a whole new
meaning here, and that has been
proven true. The nightspots that we
know take a breather and shut up shop
for 30 days while new ones pop up

in their place; restaurant menus are
replaced with more iftar and suhoor-
oriented ones while Old Islamic Cairo
becomes the destination de rigueur
for those seeking a more authentic
taste of the city.

The recent economic woes, coupled
with the fact Ramadan has fallen during
the hot summer months, have had
somewhat of an adverse effect on the
city and its inhabitants when it comes
to enjoying the month, but nonetheless
nothing can stop the festivities from
taking place. And as with most
countries in this part of the world,
everything gets flipped backwards
- night becomes day, breakfast
becomes dinner, and sleeping times
are confined to the afternoons.

Entertainment-wise, Ramadan in
Egypt revolves around the three F's:
food, family, and friends. All play a big
part and all certainly add to the spirit of
the month; from gathering around the

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TV set to watch the latest soap series,
to meeting at the ahwa (coffee shop)
for a few rounds of backgammon or
cards, copious amounts of tea, and the
customary Ramadan drinks of humous
el sham and sahlab. Pop-up kheyyam
ramadan, very similar to marquees

but most often set up using traditional
khayamiya decorative appliqué textiles,
are also popular and have attained

a permanent place in the night scene
with party planners always on the
lookout to try something new and
innovative that will draw the crowds in.
From PlayStation docks on every table
and hosting Wii competitions, to hiring
takht bands (where the musicians
usually only play the oud, the ganun,
the kamanjah, the ney, the rig, and the
darabukkah) for some old-school music
complete with a singer crooning

Y

the tunes of the much-loved
Oum Kalthoum, Abdel Halim Hafiz,
and Fareed Al Atrash.

Food, of course, a prominent
Ramadan fixture; whether it's hotels
and restaurants with their set menus
and all-you-can-eat iftar buffets, or
invites at friends’ and families’ homes
where what is generally a 30-minute
meal turns into one that stretches for
hours until the call for Al Isha prayer
arouses people from their post-food
slumber. A popular saying is that
Egyptians don't eat to live, they live
to eat and, if anything, it's proven
true over the 30 days of fasting with
everyone's sweet tooth making its
presence felt. Patisseries and oriental
sweet shops kick it up a notch, selling
old favourites with a twist, such as
konafa with mango, or sticking to the
tried and tested, such as basbousa with
nuts and baglawa. Some desserts tend
to make an appearance only during
Ramadan, such as balah el sham;
gatayef with either cream, nuts,
chocolate, or a fruit jam filling; and
lugmat al gadi - all guaranteed to
satisfy the sweet cravings and help
pile on the pounds.

But it's not all about food, as people’s
charitable side shows itself. If you
happen to be stuck in one of Cairo’s
infamous traffic jams, you'll find fruit
and vegetable vendors handing out
their produce, especially to those
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providing a service, such as the traffic
wardens and police; people in cars
sharing whatever edibles they happen
to have; mosques and well-to-do
patrons setting up ma'idat el ahman
tables (a soup kitchen of sorts) for

the poor, taxi drivers still on the job,
and anyone who's far from their
home and needs to break their fast.

For a taste of Egyptian culture,
places like Beit El Seheimy and the
Cairo Opera House offer events
such as Sufi performances and
musical recitals if you're looking for
entertainment other than having a
shisha, enjoying your mint tea, and
seeing people. Neighbourhoods such
as Zamalek, El Hussein, the Khan El
Khalili bazaar, and Downtown remain
open until the early hours, with people
from all walks of life — the rich, the poor;
locals, visitors — all staying out late,
having their suhoor, enjoying the
vibrancy, the lights, and crowds.

Sleep is the furthest thing from anyone’s
mind. The Hussein Mosque and Al
Azhar illuminate the neighbourhood
with their glass-painted lanterns and
chandeliers, while the constant stream of
worshippers going through their doors
add to the buzz of the area. The smells
emanating from the food stalls and cafés;
the spice merchants; the shisha smokers,
all converge into one head-spinning
aroma; all the while vendors clamour to
grab your attention to try and sell you a
trinket or two. It's a place that is chaotic
yet organised; loud but with areas of
serenity one wouldn't find anywhere else.

There really is no place like Cairo
for one to enjoy the spirit of Ramadan.
It's a celebration of the holy month,
where religious belief is observed
and yet enjoyment is also part of
the package. A time when the city
welcomes all, enveloping them in
a sense of community that's hard
to replicate anywhere else. @

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BEIT EL-SEHEIMY

Beit el-Seheimy is one of numerous places that reflects Cairo’s rich Islamic history, as it features the
architectural style, décor, and design favoured during the Mamluk era, with Ottoman-style refinements
and extensions later added to the house. The mansion is in the Gamaliya district, which was strongly
featured in Egypt’'s Nobel Laureate Naguib Mahfouz's famous novels, The Cairo Trilogy. The first resident
was back in 1648, with ownership passing through numerous hands until 1930 when the Egyptian
Government bought the house for 6,000 LE. Recently, the Cultural Development Fund, which is affiliated
with the Egyptian Ministry of Culture, has started to hold events in Beit el-Seheimy, such as folkloric dance
and musical troupes, dancing dervishes, and even children’s puppet shows.

The fanous is a very familiar and traditional sight during Ramadan in Egypt. Its origins can be traced back

to the Fatimid era with several stories regarding the origins of the fanous, but the most popular is that of

Caliph Al Hakim Bi-Amr lllah, who wanted the streets of the capital to be lit during Ramadan nights and
so he ordered the mosque sheikhs to hang the lanterns, fawanees, lit by candles. @

Educate A Child:

Supporting education for refugees

“It was as if suddenly | grew wings,”
says 15-year-old Afghan refugee
Marzieh on describing the impact
of an innovative new programme
between Educate A Child (EAC) and
the UN Refugee Agency (UNHCR)
that has allowed her to return to
school. “The 500,000 Rials
(approximately US$20) | received
was worth more to me than 50
million Rials as it meant that | could
now buy books and go to school
straight away.”

Conflict and instability in Irag and
Afghanistan over the past 30 years have
forced a substantial number of refugees
to flee to the Islamic Republic of Iran,
with the country currently hosting
more than 882,000 refugees like
Marzieh and her family.

With a history of prioritising
education for all children regardless
of nationality, the government of Iran
today provides primary and secondary
education for more than 330,000
Afghan and Iragi students. While this
has placed a financial burden on the
education system, it has proved greatly
effective, and refugee literacy rates
have risen dramatically from 6%
in 1981 to over 60% today.

As a key partner, UNHCR works
closely with the government to support
refugee education. In 2012 EAC
committed its support to primary

education for refugees in 12 countries,
including Iran, securing a position as
one of UNHCR'’s leading private-sector
partners. To date, within Iran itself,
EAC has played a role in supporting
the enrolment and ongoing schooling
for more than 66,000 refugee children
in primary school.

With refugee children facing
substantial challenges in accessing
education, EAC is co-funding a number
of education programmes, including
the construction of a new 10-classroom
school accommodating over 720
primary school children in two shifts.
“This school is indeed a blessing,” says
Headmaster Akbar, “as it allows
students from many other
overpopulated schools to transfer to
us, balancing the number of students
and helping us provide a higher-quality
and better standard of education.”

EAC has also equipped schools in nine
provinces with essential furniture,
library books, and sports equipment,
greatly improving the learning
environment for students and teachers.
As Ahmad, a nine-year-old Afghan
student, says, “The sport equipment

is so good. | am now much happier

to play with my classmates in our
school playground, and | like to come
to school even more than before!”

While education is free in Iran, many
refugee families like Marzieh's are so

vulnerable that they are unable to afford
school essentials. EAC has supported
UNHCR’s programme to provide school
uniforms, stationery, and transportation
for vulnerable children living in the
most isolated locations.

Together they have also funded
a programme helping Marzieh's
family and 4,600 of the most vulnerable
refugee families with essential financial
support in the form of an ATM gift card
to cover school expenses. For Marzieh,
whose parents are disabled and unable
to afford school enrolment fees or
to buy much-needed books, this
support to access school has made
a world of difference.

EAC's commitment to education
is having a positive impact on out-of-
school refugee children across the
12 countries of the partnership, with
Iran experiencing a 12% increase in the
number of Afghan and Iragi students
registered to attend primary school
between 2012 and 2013. With EAC’s
commitment to match further
investment in refugee education,
corporations, foundations, and private
individuals now have a unique

opportunity to play a part in this success.
