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Five fitness trends for the new year

There is a clear distinction between a fitness trend and a fad. Developing gradually and changing
the way people behave over a period of time defines lasting trends in the world of fitness.

Wearable technology, predicted

by some analysts to be a USS$6 billion
market in 2016, is the clear frontrunner.
Instant self-monitoring fitness
trackers, smart watches, and heart-
rate monitors have proven to motivate
fitness enthusiasts and encourage
accountability. This category also
includes smart glasses, smart fabrics,
and interactive textiles such as the
adidas miCoach Training Shirt.

A snapped-on transmitter chip records
movement to analyse which exercises
most profoundly impact performance.

Bodyweight training is removing
all barriers to exercise. This back-to-
basics fitness trend has eliminated
the need for expensive gym
equipment. Circuits of squat jumps,
burpees, pull-ups, and push-ups
comprise an effective training session.
Popular classes like the suspension-
based TRX system have incorporated
the fundamental approach of using
one’s own weight to create resistance.

High-intensity interval training
(HIIT) has been challenging gym goers
to push beyond their physical limits to
achieve warrior-like bodies. Popular
trends include Gladiator training.
Modelled after the tetrad system
developed by the Ancient Greeks, this
four-day training session incorporates
cycles of short, high-intensity, toning
exercise, a longer strenuous exercise day,
and finally culminates in a day of rest.

Flexibility and mobility rollers have
been a rising trend. As workouts become
more intense, muscle recovery gains
more attention. Deep tissue rollers,

myofascial release, and trigger-point relief
increase circulation and ease muscle
discomfort through self-massaging.
Smartphone exercise apps are
a leading trend amongst younger
gym members and regular outdoor
exercisers. Notable apps include
Sworkit, which sets targeted goals and
varying training sessions to keep each
routine exciting, and FitStar, which
offers motivation through audio and
visual prompts and adjusts workouts
based on physical capability. The
educational element of monitoring
daily activity is also encouraging a more
fitness-savvy generation. @

but Mohamed Abu Issa makes a living from it. One of the
most famous races he enters, the Dakar Rally, has stages of
this distance, and in 2014 Mohamed became the first Qatari
ever to complete it riding a quad.

I've been a professional quad bike racer
for a few years now. In 2013, | took part
in the FIM Quads Cross Country Rallies
World Cup for the first time and came
second, and was also crowned junior
champion. The following year, | won
the Sealine Cross Country Desert
Challenge in Qatar, and | also attempted
the Dakar Rally for the first time, coming
fourth overall in my category.

The 2015 race was a bit different, as
I'had some problems with my bike, but
I'm looking to make up for it in 2016.
There are a lot of races | take partin

throughout the year, all over the world, &

but the Dakar Rally in South America is
my favourite. It is the toughest
cross-country race there is, held across
Bolivia, Chile, and Argentina, and over
twice as long as a traditional World
Cup rally. There is something addictive
about it too — if you do it once, you'll
want to come back.

Victoria & Albert Museum delight the senses with their radiant colours and exquisite craftsmanship.

he exhibition, drawn from the
private collection formed by
Sheikh Hamad bin Abdullah

Al-Thani, also features three magnificent
pieces from the Royal Collection, lent by
Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth |I.

Highlights include exceptional
unmounted precious stones, including
a Golconda diamond given in 1767 to
Queen Charlotte by the Nawab of Arcot.
India was the major source of diamonds
to the world until the 18" century, and
the purity and size of diamonds from
India’s historic Golconda mines, such as
the ‘Arcot II'diamond, were renowned.

Striking Mughal jades include a
jade-hilted dagger that belonged to
the 17"-century emperor Shah Jahan,
who built the Taj Mahal.

There are wonderful pieces from the
collections of the Nizams of Hyderabad
and jewels from the early 20" century
by Cartier, including those made
especially for the Paris 1925 Exposition
Internationale des Arts Décoratifs et
Industriels Modernes, the exhibition that
gave art deco its name. Also stunning
are the traditional Indian jewels
refashioned into European avant-garde
styles by Yeshwant Rao Holkar |,
Maharaja of Indore, who was a close

friend of the surrealist photographer
Man Ray.

The maharaja frequently visited
Europe, and in the 1930s bought
jewellery in the latest style from
Mauboussin of Paris. A fabulous example
is the ‘Indore Ruby’ ring with diamonds
in platinum.

There are also contemporary pieces
made by JAR of Paris and Bhagat of
Mumbai which combine Mughal
inspiration and art deco influences.

The three major loans from the
Royal Collection, lent by Her Majesty
the Queen, are a jewelled bird from the
gold canopy of Tipu Sultan’s throne,
the Timur Ruby’, and the Nabha spinel.

Speaking about the collection, Sheikh
Hamad bin Abdullah Al-Thani said: “The
jewelled arts of India have fascinated me
from an early age, and I have been
fortunate to be able to assemble a
meaningful collection that spans from
the Mughal period to the present day.”

Martin Roth, Director of the V&A,
observed: “This is a fascinating insight
into a great private collection that
includes extraordinary precious stones,
both unmounted and set into jewels.
The exquisite quality and craftsmanship
of many fine pieces from and inspired by

India complement the V&A's own
South Asian and jewellery collections.
The exhibition is a spectacular element
of the museum-wide India Festival

this autumn.”

Bejewelled Treasures: The Al Thani
Collection is sponsored by Wartski,

a family business founded in 1865 which
specialises in jewellery and precious
metalwork, especially the work of the
Russian Court jeweller Carl Fabergé.
Over the years, the firm has sold many
outstanding masterpieces including

13 of Fabergé’s Imperial Easter Eggs.

The Mughal emperors of the 16" and 17
centuries valued spinels, the red stones
mined in Badakhshan in Central Asia,
more than any other precious stone, and
considered them metaphors of the divine
and of the sublime in art. The impressive
size of the spinels on this necklace suggests
that they came from royal treasuries in
the Indian subcontinent. One of the spinels
is engraved with a minute inscription to
the Mughal emperor, Akbar, who ruled
from 1556 to 1605.

The seats are brilliant,
and the reversing camera screen
doubles as a boost pressure gauge.

The 2.5l turbocharged flat four makes
a healthy 295hp and 407Nm, and will
happily dash to 100kph in just under
five seconds. It also has a proper
manual gearbox — joy of joys.

With a permanent all-wheel-drive
system, it's able to shuffle power
around to each wheel individually, so its
grip is astounding. The suspension

keeps the car flat and stable, and the
ride is firm, but it's never
uncomfortable. It changes direction '—-""'-'-”
with cat-like reflexes, and can accelerate
through corners at physics-defying —
speeds. Fun? You bet. —
This is a lithe sports sedan that .'_"':::.-q
doesn’t play boy-racer any more. It's all
grown up and very serious about its
purpose for being. If it's bang-for-your-
buck you want, the WRX STl is king of
the hill. @

Squares don't just provide beautiful
architecture, urban buzz, and a place
to linger: they encapsulate the soul

of their surrounding cities. Here are five
of the best. Words by Brian Johnston

Red Square, Moscow

A wonderful thrill of familiarity greets visitors to Red
Square, thanks to its appearances in television news
and movies. To one side lies the Kremlin, the
political epicentre of Russia for centuries; on the
other is the ornate GUM department store,
crammed with cafés and boutiques. But St. Basil's
Cathedral steals the show, its bulbous roofs a Willy
Wonka swirl of candy colours that contrasts with its
shadowy interior.

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Tiananmen Square is staggering in size and can fit 300,000 people. Its 35m granite
obelisk seems petite and, when ceremonial soldiers hoist a gigantic Chinese flag
early in the morning, it flutters seemingly small as a handkerchief on its massive
pole. Equally vast buildings line the square, while the mausoleum of China’s
communist leader Mao Zedong stands in the centre. Tiananmen Square is
perennially filled with tourists, all eyes eventually turning to the multicoloured Gate
of Heavenly Peace at its north end, which leads into the Forbidden City.

St. Mark's Square, Venice
Piazza San Marco has always been at
the social, political, and religious heart
of Venice, with the Doge's Palace and
mosaic-glittering St. Mark's Basilica
looming at one end. Other buildings of
note are its 1499 Clock Tower and soaring
Campanile, which provides a bird's-eye
view onto the square and across Venice
to the Alps. Arcades are lined with shops
and cafés, Grancaffe Quadri eyeing off
Caffe Florian opposite; the latter was
opened in 1770. Though wincingly
expensive, the cafés invite lingering to
the sound of live classical music as
pigeons flutter against pink facades.

Don't forget to look up, however: the square is surrounded by fine
Georgian- and Victorian-era buildings. @

One of the founding French tearooms in revolutionary France, and now
famed for its iconic macaron and other legendary delights. Greg Sunnmg ) -
talks to the man behind Laduree, chairman David Holder.

Famous for its double-decker macarons,
Ladurée has been in existence since
1862 and still sells 15,000 macarons
each day, from a recipe invented in
1930. Ladurée is now led by David
Holder and the Holder family (since
1997), the same family that is behind
the PAUL bakery group, bringing French
artisan breads to the world.

“Since my childhood,” says David,
“every weekend we went with family
for lunch at Ladurée; it was a tradition.
So inevitably when the house was for
sale, | acquired it with my father. At the
time | was too young to lead a business
like Ladurée, but immediately | knew
where | wanted to lead it

Today, the iconic luxury brand is R
on an even firmer footing. The last
20 years have witnessed global
expansion from the original tearoom
on Paris’s rue Royale, but what remains
constant is the approach to business
and the atmosphere of each tearoom.

"The house pays attention to the
French art of living, which it exports
all around the world,” says David.
"Our customers find the same
armchairs and sterling silver flatware
in Tokyo or Dubai as on their first visit
to the rue Royale in Paris.

"Paris is the window of the
Ladurée House worldwide,” he adds.
“Each boutique is unique, but you

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find the same products, boxes, the
same prestige, and the same service
as in Paris.”

These days, which of their delightful
desserts are flying off the shelves?

“The macarons, of course,” says
David. “Salted caramel, vanilla, pistachio,
and rose are bestselling flavours, but
also our classic cakes — the Religieuse
(a part-iced two-tiered pastry typically
filled with patisserie cream) and the
Saint-Honoré (a puff pastry topped with
fruit, sauce, and cream).”

As for the ingredients that go into
their creations, David remains tight-
lipped. “The origin of our raw materials
is secret, but we use the best!” he says.
"The quality is essential. Everything at
Ladurée relates to the details, and each
element is fundamental”

But beyond quality, what most drives
David and Ladurée? “Passion. Without
passion nothing exists. The rest follows
naturally.” @

and the more upscale Tresca (regularly
frequented by sport and Hollywood
celebrities).

THE NORTH END,

WATERFRONT, AND SEAPORT
Paul Revere had instructed Robert
Newman, the sexton at Old North
Church, to keep the evening watch
for the British. They were to hang one
lantern from the belfry if they spotted
troops advancing by land, and two if
they were approaching by way of the
Charles River. On the night of April 18,
1775, he saw two glimmering lanterns
and immediately sprang into action,
making his now-legendary midnight
ride to Lexington to warn his
compatriots of the impending
approach of the ‘Redcoats’.

Today Boston'’s North End still houses

Old North Church and Paul Revere’s
house, and is also home to the city’s
immigrant population. The most

numerous among these are the Italians

who fled Naples, Sicily, and Genoa

in droves during the late 1800s to
establish a new life in America.

This is where one will find the best
[talian food — at legendary institutions

like Giacomo'’s and Galleria Umberto

THE SOUTH END

After acres of marshland were filled in
to make more space for the growing
number of settlers, rows of Victorian
brick bow-front townhouses were
erected in the South End. However,
after a mass exodus of the well-to-do in
the 1870s, these immaculate homes fell
into disrepair and were turned into
tenements to house Boston's working-
class immigrants. Among those who
flocked to the South End were Boston’s
African-American jazz musicians who,
in the 1940s, created a network of jazz
clubs that played the sweet notes of this
beloved music style (which, ironically,
was not very well liked among the
high-brow Bostonians). The likes of
Duke Ellington and Jason Palmer have
all played Boston's intimate jazz houses.

Although these jazz hubs have all
but disappeared, Wally’s Café, one
of the first of its kind in the nation,
and the first to be owned by an
African-American, still stands and offers
live music 365 days a year. The South
End is also a hive of ethnic restaurants
and an ever-burgeoning art scene.
The vibrant SoWa (South of Washington)
district boasts contemporary furniture,
antique and vintage shops.

CHARLESTOWN, CAMBRIDGE,

AND SOMERVILLE

On June 13, 1775, Boston was under
siege. After learning that the British
troops had planned to occupy Boston’s
hills, the colonial forces stealthily fortified
Bunker Hill and Breed’s Hill. These
young men were commanded by
Colonel William Prescott to hold their
fire until they saw the whites of their
enemies’ eyes. Defeated, and
outnumbered, the colonial forces

retreated to Cambridge over Bunker Hill.

BACK BAY AND BEACON HILL
When the Puritans established the
Massachusetts Bay Company, the
Boston Common, the USA's oldest
public park, was a meeting ground,
grazing pasture, and venue for the
infamous hangings of Quakers (the
Boston Martyrs) who were banned
from the Colony. When trees were
removed from the centre of the park
to form cow pastures, they were
stacked atop one of Boston's highest
hills, overlooking the Charles River.

At night this massive timber pile would
be set on fire, creating a beacon to
warn the city of impending invasions.
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Today Boston's 23k-gold-domed
State House presides over Beacon Hill.
The quaint, gas-lit, brick-lined streets
play host to some of the ritziest
restaurants and the most expensive
Victorian- and Federal-style row houses
in the city. At the bottom of the hill, the
Boston Common still stands,
complemented by a more manicured
Public Garden. Together the two
adjacent parks offer rides on iconic
Swan Boats in warmer months and
cold-weather festivities such as an ice
rink. A walk through the parks leads to
Boston's shopping haven of Newbury
Street, lined with luxe boutiques and
tiny cafés. Boston's luxury hotels are
also located in Back Bay; the most
iconic, the Fairmont Copley Plaza,
forms a trilogy of architectural
landmarks with Trinity Church and the
Boston Public Library, all of which
overlook Copley Square, named after
the city’s most celebrated painter. @

THE BOSTON RED SOX
Boston takes its title-winning sports teams just as seriously as the USA takes its two
most beloved sports — football and baseball. Dedicated to the love of the latter,
Fenway Park, the oldest ballpark in the USA's Major League, was built for the Red
Sox in 1912.1n 1918, the owner of the wildly successful team sold US baseball
legend Babe Ruth to the New York Yankees to fund a Broadway musical, launching
the ‘curse of the Bambino’, where, for 86 years, Boston’s most beloved team was on
a losing streak. On one night in October, during a lunar eclipse where the moon
turned Red Sox red, the curse was finally broken and the ‘Sox’ (as they are simply
known by Bostonians) won their sixth World Series title. The Sox are so popular that
they even have their own hotel located just steps from Fenway Park in vibrant
Kenmore Square. Not only does the Hotel Commonwealth offer a signature
Baseball Suite, complete with memorabilia from ‘America’s favourite pastime’, it
also features a Fenway Spirit package, complete with a tour of the iconic ballpark,
and two of the hottest restaurants on Boston'’s culinary scene.

THE BOSTON POPS

Established in 1885, The Pops is the most iconic orchestra in the USA, bringing
everything from light classical and jazz to indie rock, pop, and film music to the
masses.

THE FAIRMONT COPLEY PLAZA
Since its opening in 1912 this
member of the Historic Hotels of
America and sister hotel to New
York's iconic Plaza Hotel has been at
the centre of Boston society, hosting
galas (most notably the Harvard-Yale
Dance), artists and dignitaries (famed
painter John Singer Sargent among
them), and intriguing historical
anecdotes. Today much of the
original Empire-style décor still
stands as it was intended by architect
Henry Janeway Hardenbergh. The
hotel’'s OAK Long Bar + Kitchen is
Boston’s hottest brunch venue (the
hazelnut chocolate French toast is
exceptional) and the hotel plays host
to an elite by-invitation-only 140
Supper Club. Rooms and suites are
among the most luxurious in Boston;
those overlooking historic Copley
Square (rooms ending in '33) are
especially coveted.

With soft sandy beaches, clear seas, and a culture where children are greeted with
warmth and affection, Phuket is a welcoming escape for families. The coastal, culinary,
and historical delights of Thailand’s largest island beckon travellers of all ages.

Stretching from its peaceful northern
end to the busy resort areas of the
south, Phuket's west coast is lined with
a string of white-sand beaches ideal for
water sports action or simply relaxing
in the sea breezes. The 11km beach

at Mai Khao is the island’s longest

and most tranquil, partially protected
in a marine national park. Just south

of itis Nai Yang Beach, a favoured spot
for picnicking families and windsurfers.

The central west-coast beaches of
Bangtao and Surin are Phuket's most
lavish stretches of sand, where five-star
resorts and some of the island’s most
exclusive villas line the beachfront or
sit hidden away in the lush surrounding
hills. Some of the world'’s top resorts,
including Banyan Tree, The Surin, and
Amanpuri, are among the hideaways
in the area, the latter two with direct
access to the secluded Pansea Beach.

Kamala Beach, with its shallow waters
and laid-back pace, is perfect for some
casual Thai seafood dining with dazzling
sunset views or a body-board session, its
headland also crowned with luxury villas
and resorts. The hectic Patong Beach,
just to the south, has a host of water
sports including Hobie Cat sailing,
windsurfing, and banana boats to enjoy
along its three-kilometre stretch. Kata

Beach boasts fine sands and clear waters,

and during the months of May through
October it's the go-to beach for surfers.

It's said that the real Phuket is found
inland, and those who venture off
the beaches will find waterfalls,
sleepy villages, and quiet country roads
winding past plantations of rubber,
cashews, coconut, and pineapple.
Phuket even has its own pineapple

variety, a sweet and juicy golden delight.

Much of Phuket’s virgin jungle was
cleared away during its tin-mining days
more than a century ago, but a sizeable
area remains in the protected Khao
Phra Thaeo National Park. Walk in
the shade of towering bamboo along
the jungle path to Bang Pae Waterfall
or cool down with a refreshing dip in
the stream. At the entrance to the park
is the Gibbon Rehabilitation Project,

a shelter for gibbons and slow lorises
rescued from the tourist trade.

Phuket’s interior is also a scenic
backdrop for many tropical adventures,
including wakeboarding, ziplining in
the jungle canopy at Flying Hanuman
(flyinghanuman.com), ATV rides, and
bicycle tours. Take a trip over the bridge
to the peaceful Phang Nga province
on the mainland for a white-water

or bamboo rafting session, or visit the
ancient rainforest and karst island-
dotted lake of Khao Sok National Park.
Enjoy a round of golf at one of several
courses around the island, or try a fun
mini-golf session at Dino Park, complete
with realistic, life-size dinosaurs in a
Jurassic jungle setting near Kata Beach.
Phuket FantaSea (phuket-fantasea.com)
in Kamala is a cultural theme park with

a dazzling live theatre show

for a family-friendly evening out.

Phuket island has long been known
as a safe harbour for seafarers, with
archaeological evidence of merchants
from as far away as India, Arabia, and
China reaching its sheltered shoreline
hundreds of years ago. Today, Phuket’s
turquoise seas are explored in a more
leisurely fashion, with traditional
long-tail boats, luxury yacht cruises,
kayak paddle tours, and scuba-diving
excursions providing endless ways
to get out on the water.
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Off Phuket’s east coast is the
magnificent Phang Nga Bay with
towering karst islands, hidden lagoons,
and the floating village of Koh Panyee.
The nearby Coral Island and the
Racha Islands off Phuket's south-
eastern coast are ideal for discovering
the Andaman’s rich sea life, with superb
snorkelling sites and blinding white
beaches to rest on. Families with a bit
more time to spare could join a diving
or snorkelling trip out to the Similan
Islands, a pristine archipelago where
whale shark and sea turtle sightings are
not uncommon. Just a few minutes
away by boat, Koh Maprao (Coconut
Island) is a fine spot for a quick island
hop, and be sure to visit the floating
restaurants serving up Thai seafood
along the way.

Luxury yacht charters offer the
chance to explore the sea in style and
serenity. Andaman Cruises (andaman-
cruises.com) has a fleet of modern
motor yachts to choose from, complete
with VIP cabins and wide, sumptuous
decks. For those who prefer a wind-
powered sail adventure, several

operators offer bareboat or crewed
sailboat charters. Novice sailors can
learn the ropes aboard dinghy yachts
at the Phuket Yacht Club
(phuketyachtclub.com), which hosts
youth sailing lessons in the calm
Chalong Bay.

Phuket's history is best preserved
in its Old Town, its streets lined with
restored Sino-Portuguese shophouses
in a rainbow of colours and some of the
island’s most authentic and tasty places
to eat. Phuket's mix of Thai, Malay,
Chinese, and other cultural influences
happily coexist in the Old Town, where
a Chinese herbal medicine shop is just
a short stroll away from both Abdul’s
roti shop and Dibuk Restaurant,
along-running French-Thai café.

A superb example of Phuket's
architectural heritage is the Blue
Elephant restaurant and Thai cookery
school, a photogenic gem setin a
restored former governor’s mansion.
Baan Chinpracha next door is one
of the few mansions in Phuket open
to the public. Fully restored, with old
photographs lining the walls, it's a great
place for curious minds to learn more
about the island’s past.

One of the joys of travelling in
Phuket that families soon discover is
that kids are given a warm welcome
wherever they go. Younger children
especially are greeted with a smile and
a helping hand - it's common to see
parents enjoying a meal in peace while
the restaurant staff go all out to
entertain the little ones.

Phuket’s fun-loving, inviting culture
together with its enchanting seas,
fine sands, and tropical landscapes
make it a memorable place for all ages
to discover.

BEYOND THE BEACH

Phuket has a rich culture beyond its
beaches, and local revitalisation efforts
have brought the island’s historic heart
back to life in recent years. Many distinctive
centuries-old Sino-Portuguese shophouses
and mansions, built when Phuket was a
thriving tin-mining centre, have emerged
from clever restorations into chic cafés and
boutique guesthouses. These pastel-hued
buildings now form a colourful backdrop
to the Lard Yai street market. Held every
Sunday from 4pm, this eco-friendly market
brims with local food, crafts, and art along
historic Thalang and Rommanee roads.
Bargaining is welcome, but is best done
with a smile and a light-hearted approach.

Britain's-once stuffy restaurants are opening up to young sophisticated diners.
Restaurant critic Tristan Rutherford takes his 11-year-old nephew for a Michelin-starred
tour of London's finest tables.

In the fine-dining rooms of Paris,
children have always been welcome. In
Rome and Barcelona, you're expected
to bring the family. Not so in London.
Until recently, Britain’s Michelin-starred
restaurants had a strict policy of no
shorts and no sneakers. And definitely
no kids.

Over the past few years all that has
changed. London'’s cosmopolitan blend
of European, Arabian, and American
visitors prefer to dine en famille.
Moreover, a generation of young
foodies have become hooked on the
Willy Wonka creations of global TV
shows MasterChef and Bake Off. To
prove the point, | dine with my
11-year-old nephew Myles at two of the
capital’s hottest high-end restaurants.

Héléne Darroze at The Connaught
is arguably London’s most sophisticated
dining room. Guests are greeted by a
welcome committee of finely attired

waiters, then shown to an upholstered
banquette overlooking Mayfair's most
elegant square. Staff routinely google
guests prior to their arrival — and our
visit is no exception. The maitre d’
Sandrine Pépin already knows Myles's
name. The sommelier offers a selection
of pressed juices. It's a family-friendly
five-star welcome from the start.

Sandrine brings us not a starter —
but two trays of 20 marble balls. Each
sphere is embossed with the name of
an ingredient: be it chocolate,
pineapple, squid, or beef. “Choose your
favourite ingredients, then Hélene’s
team will prepare a fantasy dinner just
for you,” explains Sandrine. Is this trick
just for kids? “No, our adult diners also
like to play and explore with food.
Although, at Hélene Darroze, we host
more children than ever before.”

Myles and | select the £92 (US$140)
five-course tasting menu. Each dish is a
child’s fantasy. Colourful ingredients
come arranged like artwork on a fine
china plate. We start with a foaming milk
escabeche with green almonds hidden in
the bottom - “surprising, subtle, and the
freshest taste I've ever had,” declares
Myles. Then a scallop seared on a
finger-like spread of baby carrots —
“meaty, bizarre, and looks like a painting”.
Plus frogs' legs in a citrus zest — “like baby
chicken, and | can't wait to tell my friends”.
Is my nephew enjoying the experience so
far? “In a normal restaurant you talk about
normal things, but here the interesting
food invites you to talk more about food.”

An 11-year-old dining guest like
Myles offers further pearls of wisdom.
We use the Connaught restrooms
midway through the meal.

Qatar Airways
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They are attended by a gentleman who
turns on the taps, pours the soap, then
offers a towel. “You can probably tell a
lot about a restaurant by the toilet,” says
Myles. “If the bathroom is this clean,
then just think how nice the kitchen is.”

We're about to find out. After dinner,
Myles asks for an invitation into Hélene
Darroze's hallowed kitchen — the first
time I've been behind the counter after
dining in 50 Michelin-starred
restaurants. But kids open doors, and
maitre d’ Sandrine escorts us
downstairs to meet head chef Alex
Dilling, a regular on the UK edition of
MasterChef. "I'm so glad that kids can
enjoy this experience like adults,” he
tells us. “Like all our guests, Myles wants
to explore the boundaries of taste.”

In the hope of more child-friendly
fine dining, Myles and | hit Social

Eating House the following lunchtime.

This single-Michelin-star restaurant

in London’s Soho district is run by
36-year-old owner-chef Paul Hood.
We're shown to a leather booth by
kindly maftre d' Pia Krejac. A £25
(US$38) set menu that includes raw
swordfish with cucumber juice is set
before us. First impressions? “It's much
less expensive than The Connaught,”
says Myles. “That's because they have
less workers, like a man to turn on the
bathroom taps.”

The age range is also different. “More
friends in their thirties wearing T-shirts
compared to couples in their fifties
wearing ties.” Does Myles feel more
at home here? “Not at all. Both are
probably the friendliest restaurants I've
ever been in." The Social Eating House
menu lists the provenance of every

ingredient — and the distance it's
travelled. It starts us talking about food
security and factory farming; an
education in itself. We order smoked eel
(from Lincolnshire, 228km away) then
slow-cooked Herdwick lamb leg (from
Cumbria, 476km away).

The food is as fabulous as it is
informal. We're encouraged to order
£6 (US$10) sharing pots, like raw beef
with egg yolk, at any time. We're also
allowed to see the chefs working in the
steamy kitchen through a window. “It's
the first time I've tried lotus root and
cep mushrooms,” says Myles. “But this
experience costs half the price of the
cheapest Chelsea ticket, or FIFAT6 on
the Xbox." Maitre d’ Pia confirms that
four family tables are reserved for next
Saturday’s service. My nephew Myles
has already booked again. @

Hélene Darroze, voted the world'’s
best female chef in 2015

Hélene Darroze had the perfect post-
university job: she was invited by superchef
Alain Ducasse to work in his three-star
Michelin restaurant Louis XV in Monaco
—arguably the finest eatery in the
Mediterranean. In 1999, Darroze opened
her own eponymous restaurant in Paris.
She won a first Michelin starin 2001, then
a second in 2003. Her sister restaurant,
Hélene Darroze at The Connaught in
London, garnered two stars in 2011, just
before she was awarded France’s Légion
d’honneur by then-French president
Nicolas Sarkozy. Darroze was also the
inspiration for the female cartoon
character Colette in the animated

foodie film Ratatouille.

Kids at The Connaught

Most of London's five-star hotels see the
value in family stays, where all ages can
bed down, dine and play in Europe’s
largest city. Children at the Connaught can
expect treats on arrival and organic kids'
meals, plus twice-daily family swimming
sessions in the adjoining Aman Spa. Little
VIPs may also hassle the concierge for
games consoles, kids'movies and a
monthly ‘Whats on in London for Little
Ones'list. The Connaught’s secret weapon
is its bespoke touch. Staff have been
known to fix behind-the-scenes visits to
Harry Potter World and last-minute theatre
tickets.

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ON TRACK TO
THE FUTURE

Beneath the bustling streets of Doha, a remarkable feat of engineering is taking place.

A new world record has just been set
in Qatar. It is hard to believe that below
the busy roads of the city and suburbs
there are currently the ‘Largest Number
of Tunnel-Boring Machines Operating
Simultaneously on a Single Project’ at
work. Guinness World Records formally
acknowledged the achievement of
Qatar Railways Company (Qatar Rail)
and the impressive scale of its project
to build the country’s integrated rail
network. Engineer Saad Ahmed Al
Muhannadi, Qatar Rail’s CEO, said
"We dedicate this achievement —
that is a clear indication of the scale and
importance of the Doha Metro project
—to our team, as well as to the State of
Qatar and all our stakeholders who
have shared our vision and ambition.”
There are 21 tunnel-boring machines
at work beneath the city, beating the
previous world record of 19. The
technologically advanced machines
imported from Germany will complete
their phase of the project in 2017, and
the first stage of the Doha Metro is set
to open by the end of 2019.

[tis a testament to Qatar Rail’s
skill in managing one of the biggest
rail projects in the world that, going
about the city on a day-to-day basis,
one notices little disruption in the city.
Occasionally, all you will see is sleek
billboards offering a tantalising glimpse
of the future when Phase One of the

culture

Tunnel-boring machine (TBM)

Doha Metro will link key locations on
the Gold, Green, and Red lines.

Phase One of the Gold Line will
extend from Al Aziziyah in the west
to Ras Bu Abboud near the east coast,
connecting such landmarks as Souq
Wagqif and the new Qatar National
Museum. The Green Line will run
from Al Riffa via Education City and
the Hamad Hospital to Al Mansoura.
The Red Line connects the north
and south, from Lusail to Al Wakrah,
travelling through important locations
including the Doha Convention Centre
and Qatar University. This line will
eventually travel from Al Khor to
Mesaieed, and a branch of the Red
Line also takes commuters to Hamad
International Airport. Msheireb Station
will be the central hub connecting the
three lines, at the corner of Wadi

Msheireb and Al Diwan streets.

The station will become a landmark for
residents and tourists, with an elegant
and easily navigable concourse leading
to the three Metro lines. The design of
Doha Metro's stations was selected in
2013. 'Vaulted Spaces' references both
Islamic architecture and natural forms
like the oyster shell, linking Doha’s
history with its future.

Itis hard to imagine London
without its Underground, Paris without
its Metro, or New York without its
Subway, and just as each of these
great cities underwent development,
now it is Doha’s turn for unprecedented
achievements in engineering.

As the country works towards
its National Vision for 2030 and a
diversified, pluralistic, and knowledge-
based economy, the new transport
system will play a vital part in the
future economic, environmental,
human, and social growth of Qatar. @

TRUE AUTHENTICITY AND TIME-HONOURED ASPIRATIONS

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Educate A Child: restoring hope to learn

"When I joined this school, I could hardly read and write. Now | am the best in my class;
| can even speak English. When | grow up | want to be a doctor and help people who
are sick or hurt," says 12-year-old Hamdi.

Hamdi is one of six children. Her
parents divorced and abandoned her
and her siblings when she was six years
old. This was shortly after they had

fled their home town for Mogadishu,
Somalia. The children were fleeing
from the ongoing fighting in the Lower
Shebelle region and were left to fend
for themselves; her eldest sister took on
the role of their mother and father.

Hamdi had previously been enrolled
in a school in Mogadishu that was
providing affordable primary education
funded by the UN. However, Hamdi
dropped out of school in 2013 when
she was in grade one after it was shut
down due to a lack of funds.

"My life had lost meaning as my
dream of becoming a doctor and better
placed to assist with the family finances
was laid to rest with the closure of
the school,” says Hamdi as she recalls
how she felt on that day she dropped
out of school. Hamdi began washing
clothes for other families to support the
household income.

Opportunities for education in
Somalia are limited. Only 42% of
primary school-age children in the
country go to school. Civil war, drought,
displacement, and steep social and
economic barriers have affected
education delivery and contributed to
one of the lowest school enrolment
rates in the world.

CARE, with funding from Educate
A Child, a programme of the Education
Above All Foundation, is aiming to
contribute to sustainable and relevant
primary education for all in Somalia.
The goal is to enrol 30,100 poor and
marginalised out of school children
across three regions of Somalia back in

schools. CARE has so far constructed
155 classrooms and rehabilitated 27
classrooms in 58 schools, supported
teachers with training, enrolled 13,099
children in school, and provided
teaching and learning materials.

In November 2014, through
community outreach, Hamdi's sister
heard about the new CARE primary
school constructed in their camp.
Excited, Hamdi's sister immediately
made Hamdi quit her job, and enrolled
her and three of her siblings back in
school despite the fact that they
were supporting the family with
daily income.

Hamdi re-enrolled in grade two in
2014 at the Bardheere Primary School
situated at one of the major camps
for internally displaced people in the
Hodhan district of Mogadishu. She is
now in grade three. Undeterred by the
sense of hopelessness experienced
by the displaced communities in

Mogadishu, Hamdi works very hard in
school and is admired by her teachers.
Hamdi can now read and write Somali
and basic English, and is excited about
school as it gives her a chance to be a
student again and learn new things. @

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Shakespeare's Globe is taking Hamlet on an unprecedented
theatrical journey to every country on earth.

All-consuming love. Political rivalry.
Honour. Family conflict. Revenge.

The themes of Shakespeare’s plays are
so universal that they have echoed
down the centuries, making generations
of theatre-goers laugh and cry for more
than 400 years.

This collective appeal has been the
motivation behind one of the most
extraordinary theatre experiments ever
staged: a decision by London'’s renowned
Shakespeare’s Globe to perform Hamlet
in every country in the world over two
years, crossing cultural borders in a
celebration of common humanity.

Starting on April 23,2014 — the 450
anniversary of Shakespeare’s birth —
Globe to Globe Hamlet has so far played
to over 100,000 people in more than 135
countries. The show has graced stages
from town squares to national theatres,
and occasionally World Heritage Sites,
from the Democratic Republic of the
Congo to Chile, from Uzbekistan to
Malaysia, Swaziland to China. Qatar will
get its turn this January as part of the
final leg, a fitting performance given the
history of the play in this region.

Dominic Dromgoole, Artistic Director
of Shakespeare’s Globe and co-director
of the production with Bill Buckhurst,
explains that Hamlet was performed on
a boat off the coast of Yemen in 1608,
just eight years after it was written. “The
spirit of touring, and of communicating
stories to fresh ears, was always central

to Shakespeare’s work,” he says. “We
couldn't be happier to be extending
that mission even further.”

British actor Amanda Wilkin, who
plays three characters on a rotating
basis, including Hamlet's mother
Gertrude, and his lover Ophelia, says
the cast and crew have become used
to landing in a new country every two
to three days. “One of the most
memorable shows was when we
played a Syrian refugee camp in Jordan
- we didn't know what to expect or
how many people would come,” Wilkin
says. "But, people gathered, and soon
the room was absolutely chock-a-block.
[t was an incredible moment. Then,
there was a sandstorm during the show,
so we had to stop partway through and
try to tape up the casings on the
windows to stop the sand coming in!”

"We also played in Ukraine the day
before their elections, and (the Ukraine
president) Poroshenko was sat in the
front row. The audience was brilliant;
people were queuing up trying to getin.”

Given that Shakespearean language
is challenging to most, how do
audiences with little or no English know
what is going on?

Wilkin says people have used a
variety of methods to make the play
more accessible, from subtitles to a
written summary, and a person
standing up at the beginning of each
half to explain the action. “Sometimes

we play countries going through a
period of political change, and so the
political views of the play really stand
out,” Wilkin says. “In other countries, the
audience really latched on to the story
of Ophelia’s love for Hamlet. | think that
the themes speak to anyone.” @

GLOBE TO GLOBE HAMLET AT A GLANCE
Hamlet has travelled more than 160,000km
so far. The tour was granted UNESCO
patronage for its engagement with local
communities and its promotion of cultural
education. Many performances have been
free of charge, including extra shows for
school children and students. The Doha
show will be held on January 13 at the Al
Rayyan Theatre. Tickets are free. For more
information, visit the British Council’s
website: britishcouncil.ga/en/events/hamlet.

For only the second time in recorded history an attempt is being made to cross the
Rub al Khali, the biggest sand desert in the world. A team of Omani and British
explorers set off from Salalah in Oman on December 10 to walk across the desert
through the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia to Doha in Qatar.

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In February 1931, British explorer
Bertram Thomas and his Bedouin
companions, guided by Sheikh Saleh
bin Kalut, staggered into Doha. Sixty
days earlier, they had left the Sultan of
Oman’s palace in Salalah, and had set
off north in the hope of becoming the
first people to cross the biggest sand
desert on Earth.

For 60 days, no one had known
where they were, and they had no way
of communicating with anyone. After
weeks of negotiating their way through
warring tribes, blinding sandstorms,
and an unforgiving landscape,
combating scorching heat, and freezing
nights, and surviving on a diet of
brackish water, dates, dried meat, and
packet soup, the hospitality offered by
the Emir of Qatar, Sheikh Abdullah bin
Jassim Al Thani, was a welcome and
much-needed relief. The Rub al Khali
had finally been crossed.

The current expedition traces the
same route taken 85 years ago - a
journey of 1,300km — with the aim to
reach Doha at the end of this month.
The team of three people currently
toiling through the same sands are
Omanis Mohammed Al Zadjali and

Amour Al Wahaibi, and British explorer
Mark Evans.

There are several reasons for
undertaking this new journey some 85
years on: to celebrate the long-standing
friendship between Qatar, Oman, the
UK, and Saudi Arabia; to celebrate the
45" year of His Majesty Sultan Qaboos
Al Said as the ruler of Oman; and to
engage with and send out a message
to young people in Qatar, Saudi Arabia,
and Oman, that little is gained without
sustained hard work.

As the journey team approaches the
border between Qatar and Saudi Arabia,
they will be greeted by a team of young
Qataris on camels, who will guide them
through the desert into the heart of
Doha. A team of young people will then
travel from Saudi Arabia to Oman to take
part in a leadership development course
delivered by Outward Bound Oman
(outwardboundoman.com), which
already works with emerging young
leaders from Qatar from Hamad Bin
Khalifa University, Aspire Sporting
Academy, and Al Khor International and
Sherborne schools.

Unlike Bertram Thomas's lack of
connectivity, you can track the daily

progress of the current team online:

digitised cine footage from the original
journey, and even download an app to
access daily updates from the team as
they, like Thomas, strain their eyes in
hope of spotting the towers of Doha,
and wonderful Qatari hospitality. @

g DEPARTURES

@ | Clearing passport control

« Present your boarding card to our staff
standing just before the immigration
area. They will scan your boarding pass,
and fast-track you through immigration
and security checks if your flight is
nearing its departure time.

- Keep your travel documents (passport,
boarding pass, and ticket) ready to
present to the immigration officer.

- Dedicated lanes are available for First
Class and Business Class passengers.

@ | Things to avoid

- If you are travelling to a GCC (Gulf
Cooperation Council) country, your
passport must be valid for at least six
months (three months for GCC citizens).

Unless in transit, all visitors to Qatar
require a visa.

- Certain passports are eligible for a
single-entry visa on arrival. Please check
online at www.gov.qga. This is valid for
a one-month stay in Qatar.

- If you are a citizen of a GCC country
(Gulf Cooperation Council), you are
eligible for a single-entry visa on arrival.
Your visa will be valid for a one-month
stay in Qatar, and it can be renewed
for a further two months.

- If you are a resident of a GCC country,
you are eligible for a single-entry visa
on arrival.
