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Few adventures are as spectacular and
eerie as scuba-diving among shipwrecks
on the seabed. Whether you're a novice
diver or an expert, here are some top

wrecks for an underwater thrill.

HMAS Swan, Australia

Scuttled off the coast of Dunborough after it had reached the end of its naval
service, the 112m naval destroyer Swan was Australia’s first artificial dive wreck
(there are now several more). The top of the wreck is just 6m below the surface,
perfect for both beginner wreck-divers and underwater photographers. It now
has terrific established marine life, and is home to wobbegongs, moray eels,
rays, colourful clownfish and parrotfish, as well as superb soft corals.

Qatar Airways has daily flights from Doha to Perth, 245km north of Dunsborough.

USAT Liberty, Indonesia

There could hardly be a more conveniently located wreck: the Liberty lies just
30m offshore, at a depth of 9m-30m, off Tulamben in northeastern Bali, making

it the holiday island’s most popular wreck-dive destination. The US army transport
ship was sunk in 1942 by a Japanese submarine. Though it is too damaged and
corroded to swim through, divers can admire plenty of detail from a safe distance.
The 120m wreck also features a dazzling encrustation of corals and anemones.

MS Zenobia, Cyprus

This car ferry sank in 1980 on her maiden
voyage, thankfully without loss of life.

It lies on its side just outside Larnaca
Harbour, making it readily accessible
even for relatively untrained divers,
since its starboard side is just 16m
beneath the surface. Experienced divers
can penetrate the lower car deck, with
its weed-encrusted load of 120 vehicles.

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It might have a reputation as a staid banking city, but Zurich

has a lively alter-eqgo that features avant-garde art and design,

hip nightlife, and revitalised inner-city suburbs full of energy.

Many visitors start exploring on
Switzerland’s most famous street, the
Bahnhofstrasse, lined with private
banks, top-end jewellery shops, sedate
departments stores, and cafés
specialising in posh chocolate truffles
from Zurich brand Springli. It's one of
the world’s most elegant shopping
boulevards.

Wander down side streets into
the old town, where you'll find the
quildhalls of former merchants and
tradesmen, splashing fountains, and the
Fraumiinster, adorned with glorious
ruby and turquoise stained glass by Marc
Chagall. The Grossmiinster cathedral,
though rather bare inside, is a Zurich
landmark for its two bulbous towers.

For a small city, Zurich has
dozens of rather fine museums. The
Landesmuseum houses prehistoric
artefacts, Roman clothing, medieval
silverware, and armour among its
eclectic collection, and has interesting
exhibits on the history of clock making.
The Kunsthaus features works by the

Dada school, a precursor of Surrealism
founded in Zurich in 1916, as well as a
fine collection of Impressionist, Dutch,
and [talian paintings. Don't miss
Stiftung Sammlung E.G. Biihrle, the
1950s collection of a Zurich industrialist,
whose Manets, Monets, and Cézannes
are among the best in Europe.

When it's time for fresh air, the
Limmat River, which splits the city
in two, has promenades and cafés
that deserve lingering enjoyment.
The river spills into Lake Zurich, where
Utoquai heads along the lakefront past
promenades lined with flowerbeds,
while Myhtenquai takes you along
the western lakeshore and eventually
into wooded countryside. You can also
take cruises by steamer onto the lake to
admire the alpine peaks in the distance.
Alternatively, Uetliberg hill provides
terrific city views and can be accessed
by train or via meandering hiking trails
from the city's southwest suburbs.

You aren't done until you've
experienced Zurich’s nightlife.

Go West

In Zurich West, former factories have
been transformed into hip nightclubs,
restaurants, designer hotels, and art
galleries. Boutique stores provide an
interesting alternative to city-centre
brand-name fashions. Local designers
include Freitag for bags made from
recycled tarpaulins, Erfolg for T-shirts,
and Einzigart for furniture. The
multi-ethnic neighbourhood also

has diverse dining.

The streets of Niederdorf on the Left
Bank are crowded with clubbers and
jazz enthusiasts until the wee hours on
weekends, while lakefront restaurants
offer fine Swiss fare and light-twinkled
evening views. Ballet, opera, and the
theatre flourish. The annual Live at
Sunset Festival (July 3-19) offers
open-air concerts, many featuring
international names. @

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FIVE CENTURIES OF CULTURAL COLLABORATION WOVEN INTO 12 MONTHS: THE QATAR TURKEY YEAR OF CULTURE 2015
PROMISES A VOLLEY OF EXHIBITIONS, CONCERTS, AND CULTURAL EXCHANGES.

Relations between Turks and Qataris
go back centuries. Pearls dived in the
Arabian Gulf wended their way across
Anatolia’s Silk Road to the turban of the
Sultan in Istanbul. More recently, over
30 Turkish firms have worked on
USS10bn-worth of construction projects
in Qatar, including the Doha Metro and
the Museum of Islamic Art. To further
cement ties between the two Middle
Eastern countries, Qatar Museums are
presiding over a 12-month cross-
cultural celebration. The Qatar Turkey
Year of Culture 2015 will bring the two
history-rich, art-loving, football-fanatic
nations closer than ever before.

In fact, the show has already begun.
In March, the Qatar International Food
Festival had a particular focus on
Turkish cuisine, and Turkey’s acclaimed
Taksim Trio jazz band joined Qatar's
Siwar choir for a multilingual
performance in Doha’s Katara
Ampbhitheatre. By celebrating existing
ties, Qatar’s Year of Culture’s mission
fulfils its first brief.

Its second goal is to ‘take Qatar
to the world and bring the world
to Qatar’. And that's where the fun
really starts.

Key among this calendar of shows
will be a visit of the much-admired
'Pearls’ exhibition to the Turkish and
Islamic Arts Museum, Istanbul, for
three months from October 14.

The exposition boasts 200 rare pieces
of jewellery, including a pair of Bulgari
pearl earrings worn by Elizabeth Taylor.
As the spectacle reveals, natural oyster
pearls have been harvested by hand
from the Qatar shores for over 2,000
years, and the Qatari pearl trade found

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one of its strongest markets in Turkey.
In the 18" century, a British ambassador
to Istanbul noted that the wife of Sultan
Mustafa Il wore“a string of pearls down
to her knees with a diamond as large

as a turkey egg.”

Indeed, such cultural exchanges are
nothing new. As Turkey's ambassador
to Qatar, H.E. Ahmet Demirok, tells Oryx:
“Turks and Qataris came across [each
other] in history almost 500 years ago.”
The historical narrative between the
two nations will be discussed at Doha’s
landmark Museum of Islamic Art. As
Demirok continues: “The Qatar Turkey
2015 Year of Culture is a culmination
of the relations between our brotherly
countries. We would like to leave a
notable impression by displaying
historical and modern aspects of
Turkish culture, and we would be glad
to see Qatari culture in Turkey as well.”

To see some of these examples
of Turkish culture, take in the Turkish

5

exhibits on display within Doha'’s
Museum of Islamic Art, where you can
enjoy a self-guided tour of beautiful
and significant works of Turkish Art in
the permanent collection. Or join the
35,000 Qataris who plan to visit Turkey
in 2015 (up from just 7,000 in 2011).

Gorguin Taner, General Director of
the Istanbul Foundation for Culture
and Arts, tells Oryx: “By building
bridges between its local heritage
and international contemporary culture,
and at the same time increasing the
local people’s interest and participation
in the events, Qatar may become
a new culture and arts hub.” Thanks
to such links, artists from across the
Middle East have taken part in Taner's
key shows, such as the landmark
Istanbul Biennial. “Istanbul Film Festival
director Azize Tan was among the jury
members of the 2011 Doha Tribeca
Film Festival,” added Taner. “And this
year, a collaboration with Mathaf is
planned for the 14" Istanbul Biennial.”

That said, the most enchanting
cultural links came on a personal level.
As well as artistic exchanges, two
Turkish photographers, Ali Muhammet
Bayraktaroglu and Hasan Yelken,
made a pictorial journey through
Qatar. Their expedition began in Old
Doha, moving on to the captivating
Souqg Wagif, before hitting the newly
inscribed UNESCO World Heritage
Site of Al Zubarah on the north western
coast, famed for its fort. Pictures of
these two expeditions will be displayed
in an exhibition in Doha that opens
in September. In turn, two Qatari
photographers will explore Turkey
from the banks of the Bosphorus
to distant Anatolia later in 2015.

Back in Istanbul even more
events are planned. A date for the
diary this autumn is a show highlighting
the work of Sheikh Khalid bin Hamad
bin Ahmad Al-Thani. The young Qatari
photographer snaps the vibrant life
found in his country’s rolling dunes,
sand plains, and starlit nights.

The geometric arabesque look of the
Qatar Turkey 2015 logo was designed
by symbol stylist Hessa Al Ali."l tried to
connect the Islamic art aspect of both
countries,’she explains, “and how it is
very visible everywhere, especially in
architecture.” Iznik tiles that cover
Istanbul’s grandest buildings —
including the Topkapi Palace — were an
inspiration. Each of Al Ali's tiles features
a letter designed like a tulip, a flower
synonymous with Ottoman royalty.

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The inaugural Year of Culture
event, Qatar Japan 2012, was a
cross-continental cultural pollination.
Japanese contemporary artist Takashi
Murakami wrapped the Qatar Museums
Gallery with a kaleidoscopic 100m
canvas dedicated to the East Asian
elements of wind, forest, mountain,
and fire; and Qataris were encouraged
to express their own Middle Eastern
culture through manga cartoons.
“There is so much in common, which
allows you to build bridges between
East and West,” says H.E. Sheikha Al
Mayassa bint Hamad bin Khalifa
Al-Thani, chairperson of Qatar
Museums. “| think that is very much
what Qatar is about.”

The Qatar UK 2013 show and most
recent Qatar Brazil celebration in 2014
were similarly well received. And, if that's
not enough, a Qatar China Year of Culture
has just been announced for 2016. @

Looking for amazing holiday

Then seek out world-class
experiences, because nothing
will linger longer in the mind
- or the soul.

[t's a moment of pure magic. The tree
branches shiver and shake, leaves part,
and suddenly you're face to face with
an orangutan. It peels its rubbery
lips back against its teeth and grins,
then does the splits before hanging
upside-down and gazing at you,
as if waiting for applause. Another
orangutan appears, then a third,
swinging from liana vines to branch like
orange Tarzans, and seemingly as
interested in the humans below as
you are in them. You turn your face
up in amazement, and wonder what
the orangutans are thinking as they
stare back.

If you aren't thrilled by the
experience of meeting orangutans
in the rainforest, then you might as
well never leave home again. Some
moments are so unusual that they
remain with you for years afterwards,
if not a lifetime. Forget the so-called
'shopping experiences’ and ‘dining
experiences’ so extravagantly
promised in tourism brochures and
advertisements. When you look back
on your life, it isn't the shopping mall
or restaurant you're likely to remember.

But an up-close encounter with a wild
animal as intriguing and endangered
as an orangutan? Now that’s the true
definition of a memorable experience.

Malaysia and Indonesia have several
orangutan rehabilitation centres where
you can encounter these delightful
animals, such as at Sepilok in Malaysian
Borneo or Bukit Lawang in northern
Sumatra. The centres look after
orphaned young orangutans whose
mothers had been killed by poachers
or who had been kept illegally as pets,
and eventually reintroduce them into
the wild.

Few of us are immune to the charms
of animals and the wonder of close
encounters with wildlife, and seeing
iconic animals in their natural surrounds
— rather than in zoos — is certainly a

world’s 5-star airline
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world-class experience, whether you're
eyeballing orangutans, swimming with
whale sharks, or on a walking safari in
South Africa. The ultimate? A sighting of
the exceedingly rare and elusive giant
panda is a once-in-a-lifetime
experience that only a select few are
likely to enjoy. The only way to do so is
to trek into the dense bamboo forests
of Foping National Nature Reserve in
central China’s rugged Qinling
Mountains, accompanied by local
trackers and porters. (Winter is actually
easier, since pandas descend to lower
altitudes and leave tracks in the snow.)
The reward for your effort is a thrilling
glimpse of a creature that has become
the symbol of endangered species
everywhere.

In Nepal, a particularly original animal
encounter takes things to the extreme
by also involving an adrenalin sport.
For millennia, humans have dreamed
of flying, and many a flight experience
promises that you'll soar like a bird.
Perhaps the closest you can truly get to
that experience is para-hawking in the
Pokhara Valley. Set off in tandem with
an instructor on a paraglider and you
can interact with birds of prey (neither
hawks nor falcons but Egyptian
vultures) by luring them to your arm
with buffalo meat. The birds will then
guide you to the rising thermals that
will have you flying surrounded by
Himalayan snow caps.

Flight is a fascinating state, and being
aloft is always an extraordinary event.

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Hot-air ballooning — humans' oldest
way to fly, and surely still the most
romantic — is many a traveller’s
highlight. At first there’s a struggle with
guy ropes and billowing canvas, and
burners roar as hot air swells your
balloon. Then suddenly you're aloft,
and drifting above the treetops as
landscapes unfold beneath. Looking for
the best? A hot-air balloon ride from
Chateau d'GEx in the Swiss Alps behind
Montreux provides heart-stopping
panoramas and a sense of exhilaration.

In winter, the early morning air can be
crystal clear all the way to the horizon
and, as the balloon floats higher, jagged
snow-capped peaks stand in every
direction as chalets hunker under
layers of snow and icicles.

Those with no head for heights —
or no time to trek through a jungle -
can find world-class experiences
without hitting the great outdoors.
The fabled Bolshoi Theatre in Moscow
is extraordinary for the building alone,
recently renovated to its pre-revolution
elegance in sumptuous gilt, painted
murals, and red Italian velvet.

Just head to
iconic venues such as Preservation
Hall in New Orleans: it looks like it
should be earmarked for demolition
and has hard wooden benches, but
you'll find packed audiences and the
best traditional jazz in a city renowned
for the world’s best jazz.

Sometimes a world-class experience
means going where few people are
ever likely to tread. Antarctica is a
genuine adventure, echoing with the
history of exploration, and offering
spellbinding wildlife encounters and
landscapes of frozen, elemental
grandeur. Set off on a cruise ship from
Buenos Aires across the historic Drake
Passage before arriving at dramatic
walls of ice, colonies of penguins, and
scalloped icebergs that drift past like
dazzling jewels. Colossal glaciers
crumble into the ocean, and volcanoes
come encrusted in snow. Animal
encounters will be your most enduring
memory. Magnificent albatrosses and
humpback whales follow your ship, and
you can get close enough to basking
elephant seals to admire their bristling
whiskers. It's the very epitome of a great

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WORLD-CLASS JOCKEY FRANKIE DETTORI REFLECTS
ON RIDING FOR AL SHAQAB AND THE SPECIAL
ATMOSPHERE AT THE QATAR GOODWOOD FESTIVAL

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Meeting Frankie Dettori in his beautiful Newmarket home reveals a man at the very
peak of his talents and clearly relishing the challenges ahead as the retained rider with
Al Shaqab Racing, Qatar. Career highlights include being named champion jockey three times,
riding a record-breaking ‘Magnificent Seven’ winners in one afternoon at Ascot in 1996,
and securing hundreds of victories at the highest Group or Grade One level.

The last few weeks have seen him
storm to victory with impressive wins at
the Epsom Derby on Golden Horn and
the Prix de Diane (French Oaks) on Star
of Seville. Both horses are trained by
John Gosden whose reunion with
Dettori has proved fruitful for all parties.

So after such stellar success — what
drives him? He is quick to answer:
“It's exciting when you get on a great
horse. It's like a kid jJumping in a Ferrari.
You never get sick of winning; you want
to win again and again and again.
Even if I have won every big race in the
world, I still want to win them again.
That's where | am at”

Dettori famously spent 18 years
as lead jockey for Godolphin Racing,
where he rode 110 Group One winners,
and 943 winners in total, but that came
toan end in 2012 when he decided
to go freelance.

He does not hide his feelings about
the break with Godolphin: “When | split
with Godolphin I was upset, but you
never know what is around the corner.

I dealt with it; I have a really good family
and you move on. | realised | have still
got at least a good five years left in my
career. | didn't want to sit here in ten
years' time thinking ‘I wish | had left’
and 'l wish | had gone out on my own’.
[t was a big decision that | had to make
—and | did, and at least | can sit here
and say at least I gave it a go." In fact,
for a jockey of his calibre, it's not so
surprising that his freelance career didn't

last long. He remembers very well his first
meeting with His Excellency Sheikh
Joaan Bin Hamad Al-Thani, one of the
backers of Al Shagab.

“Just out of the blue, | was asked to
ride a couple of horses for His Excellency
Sheikh Joaan. We met very briefly in the
paddock at Ascot, and then a month
later, I was asked to go to France to meet
him and an opportunity to work for him
was offered. It was the same day that he
was finalising the purchase of Tréve (the
brilliant champion filly). It was very
exciting. He is a very charming man and
you can tell he has lots of ambitions. He
is passionate about racing,” Dettori says.

Dettori is relishing the prospect of
riding at the Qatar Goodwood Festival,
affectionately known as ‘Glorious
Goodwood’, running from July 28 to

August 1. This great festival of racing
has entered an exciting new phase
through a 10-year partnership with
Qatar, and Dettori, as the retained
rider for Al Shagab, will bring his
considerable experience to the
famous South Downs racetrack.

“I had my first winner at Goodwood
in 1987. Your first win is the one you
always remember. |'ve got some good
memories — I've ridden over 100
winners at Goodwood, including most
of the big races. Goodwood is very
unique because it runs on the crest
of some hill tops — what looks flat on
the TV is actually very undulating. For
the spectators, it's beautiful because
you are on the top of a hill and looking
out over the Downs. It is a magical
panorama. For a jockey, Goodwood
either loves you or hates you; it's very
unpredictable — it's not straight —
it's not flat — sometimes you can
have bad draws or horses who can't
handle the track. It can all go wrong
very quickly. You have to have 12 sets
of eyes,” he says.

You don't just need 12 sets of eyes),
but also considerable skill and fitness to
compete at the top level. Dettori has a
home gym, and it is clear that he leads
a highly disciplined life when it comes
to diet and exercise.

He credits his father, who was a
champion jockey, with giving him the
right advice and encouragement to
pursue his dreams.

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“My father is a very big influence.
As a kid you always look at your parents
for guidance and also for status of life.
| went to school in Milan; most of my
mates’ parents either worked at the
local factory orin the shops in the
neighbourhood and lived in
government flats. We were very lucky
- my Dad was already a champion
jockey — we were the only ones in
the village who lived in a villa, and
he was driving a Mercedes. Everybody
worshipped him because he was
winning all the time, and | thought
-l want to be like you'. That was easy
enough for me to say, but he took me
seriously and he sat me down and told
me it wasn't easy — and he paved the
path for where I am now by sending
me to England.”

Dettori, whose five children each
have their own ponies stabled in his
yard at home, clearly sees his wife
and family as the vital anchors in
his hectic life.

He is now enjoying a more settled
routine as his role with Al Shagab will
be based in the UK. “Now that we have
more horses here, we have another
jockey to cover me in France. So now
I don't have to go back and forth;
it's better for me and it makes sense
because | can't be in two places
atonce,” he comments.

“When | first started, His Excellency
Sheikh Joaan had 40 horses in France
and 10 in England. Two years down the
line, he has 60 in France and 100 in
England. He has bought some brood
mares and stallions. He is developing
big, and we had great success
straight away.”

Dettori is noted for his winning
personality and quick wit. Asked to
describe his ideal horse — he doesn't
miss a beat: "My ideal horse is the
one that runs the fastest!” He’s
definitely one to watch when he takes
to the famous Goodwood track
this summer. @

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MARK PARREN TAYLOR LOVES TOKYO'S ALL-DAY, ALL-NIGHT DYNAMISM,
BUT HE CAN'T HELP SEARCHING OUT SOME NOSTALGIA NOW AND THEN...
AND SURPRISINGLY, THIS IS WHEN THE CITY REALLY WAKES UP.

Tokyo rocks to the energy of the 21
century. But it’s a new-age spirit that
cannot drown out the unhurried
echoes of the city’s past and its
traditions. Even at the busiest
crossroads, on cram-packed
subways, and in swarming shopping
hubs, the past plays its part in
Tokyo's todays and tomorrows.

In the early 1950s, Takashimaya - the
grande dame of Tokyo's large
department stores — kept a baby
elephant on its roof.

For four years Takako the Elephant was
a heavyweight attraction — until it flew
the nest and ended up on terra firma
5km away at Ueno Zoo. The store’s
rooftop remains an attraction to this
day — with its garden shop and café -
as are the attendant-operated art deco
elevators that started service in 1933
when this branch was inaugurated.

Every day prior to the 10am opening,
Takashimaya employees (in 1930s-style
bumper brim hats and velvet-trimmed
dress suits) perform a 100-year-old
ceremony. They thank customers for
politely waiting and symbolically
present them with a rose.

Eventually, they throw open
Takashimaya's doors, and assistants
welcome the day’s first customers
with deep bows.

THE SAME, BUT DIFFERENT

Ueno, where Takako the Elephant took
up residence, was the site of Tokyo's
first underground railway, opened in
1927. It's still there today of course,
running from Ueno station to Asakusa.
At 2km, it's a short journey that carries
passengers back a century or more.

Terminus Asakusa was the spiritual
and social heart of Edo, as Tokyo was
formerly known.

Today, Asakusa’s alleys and arcades are
still filled with the atmosphere of those
long-gone days, an atmosphere rekindled
by traditional hotels (ryokan), historic
restaurants, and countless little boutique
shops selling traditional goods such as
handmade combs and brushes, kimonos
and other formal wear, sweets and cakes,
and (at 200-year-old Hyakusuke)
nightingale-dropping face soap.

Tokyo was a different place when
Asakusa was at its heart. It was a low-rise
city of wooden machiya houses and
stores, linked by a warren of lanes that
were busied with clog-shod locals,
myriad rickshaws, and horse-drawn
carriages. It is reckoned to have been
the world's largest conurbation in the
mid-18™" century, with one million
citizens. Everything's different today
perhaps, but some things never change.

LIVING HISTORY

For an idea of what Tokyo street-life
might have felt like then, head to one of
the city’s excellent museums. Both the
Edo-Tokyo Museum and Fukagawa
Edo Museum offer rewarding
introductions to the old city — both have
life-size recreations, the latter with an
entire district of alleys, dwellings, food
stalls, and a watchtower to explore.

Further out of town the Nihon
Mika-en Open Air Folk Museum
is an extraordinary collection of 17t-
to early 20"-century houses, huts, and
workshops transported from across
Japan and reconstructed in a delightful
setting on the forested slopes of the
Tama Hills to the west of the city.
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A short taxi ride from there,
Kagurazaka is another not-to-be-
missed neighbourhood of cobbled
alleyways, where elegant villas and
historic restaurants hide behind
discreet screens, and contemporary
eateries and coffee shops vie for E
business. It's the living equivalent =
of the reconstructed exhibits in the
city museums.
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For an urban walk that's equally
rewarding, head to the wooded corners
of Ueno Park (which contains the
one-time celebrity elephant’s zoo and
a selection of other museums and
attractions). It was one of Japan's first
Western-style public gardens, opened
in 1873 after a furious battle that saw
the restoration of the Emperor and the
transformation of Edo into the new
capital, Tokyo.

Head north from the park to enter
Yanaka district: on a sunny evening
it's a delightful area to explore.

Stroll around zakka (or knick-knack)

shops, cafés, and food stalls, little
potteries, museums, and art galleries,
and Yanaka Ginza - a charming
pedestrianised shopping street that
seems stuck in a less-hectic age.

For a more mechanised journey
back in time, train-spotters might
enjoy a trip on the Arakawa streetcar,
which (in part) has been running
for just over a century. The trams
(including a couple of vintage-style
stocks) start off in Minowa and
trundle through 12km of northern
suburbs before eventually reaching
the terminus at Waseda.

For an overview of vintage Tokyo,
pay a Vvisit to the observation decks in
Tokyo Tower, which at 57 years of age
is now a ‘period piece’ in itself. From
this lofty viewpoint a whirlwind of a
city spreads out as far as the eye can
see. A city where the past and future
blur, where tradition and innovation
become one, where Tokyo's yesterdays
and tomorrows meet. @

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Educate A Child and
Save the Children

In partnership with Educate A Child (EAC), Save the Children

is implementing the Assisting Conflict-Affected Children Enroll
and Stay in School (ACCESS) project in eastern Myanmar and
Thailand. The project seeks to provide access to quality
primary education for out of school children affected by the

protracted conflict in Myanmar.

For the approximately 377,000 migrant
and 30,000 refugee children in Thailand
and more than 400,000 ethnic Karen
children in Myanmar, many barriers
stand in the way of a quality basic
education, such as language, cost,
and lack of both parent and school
administrator awareness. Save the
Children is working to ensure access
to basic education services for these
children by stimulating demand for
education as well as increasing supply
and quality of education services.
Through Save the Children’s ACCESS
project, over 84,000 out of school
children living on the Thailand-
Myanmar border will have the
opportunity to complete a full quality
basic education. The ACCESS project
will increase access to education by
providing financial support to families to
offset direct and opportunity costs in
accessing education; pre- and in-service
teacher training; teacher salary subsidies;
learning materials and school supplies
for vulnerable students; and training for
school system managers and leaders.
So far, results of the partnership efforts
in Thailand are promising. Save the
Children works with local and
international partners to reach parents,
school staff, students, and the wider
community. ACCESS partners conduct
outreach sessions with parents to
identify out of school children and raise

awareness about the importance of
education. Partners also offer transition
programmes such as kids' clubs to get
children back into school, and deliver
materials, scholarships, and school
supplies to ensure vulnerable children
have what they need to succeed. Save
the Children also recognises that it is not
enough to enrol children in school, but
good teaching and school management
ensures that they are learning, and this
makes it more likely that they will stay in
school. ACCESS partners provide
comprehensive teacher training and
support schools in refugee camps and
conflict-affected areas of Myanmar with
teacher stipends, which are then
matched by community contributions.

In 2014, the first year of the project,
Save the Children helped enrol 17,291
children in primary schools through
the ACCESS project. At the same time,
1,261 teachers have received training
(in-service and pre-service) on various
topics to improve the quality of their
instruction, school management, and
student retention. The Quality Learning
Environment analysis tool, which guides
school management and communities
in assessing the physical and services
standards, has been adapted to the
refugee, migrant, and Myanmar contexts
and applied in over 620 schools.

Save the Children and partners have
developed a database covering over

EAC

1,250 schools and over 100,000 students
in Myanmar that will be used to track
Quiality Learning Environment standards
as well as individual children, both those
in school and those not yet enrolled.
Save the Children is working towards
sustainable education solutions for
migrants and refugees through
enhanced cooperation, collaboration,
networking, and policy discussions
among relevant stakeholders at all levels.
Over the next two years, the ACCESS
project will help trigger the replication
of similar initiatives among other ethnic
minority populations in Thailand,
directly advancing EAC's mission
of achieving wider breakthroughs
in providing access to education for
out of school children, especially in
conflict-affected environments. €

certificate, up to 35 weeks for
a single child and 32 weeks
for twins.

9 | DEPARTURES

@ | Clearing passport control

- Present your boarding card to our staff
standing just before the immigration
area. They will scan your boarding pass,
and fast-track you through immigration
and security checks if your flight is
nearing its departure time.

- Certain passports are eligible for a
single-entry visa on arrival.

Your visa will be valid for a one-month
stay in Qatar, and it can be renewed
for a further two months.

deep-seated traits of responsibility,
wholeness, and inner strength prove
to be superpowers of their own. @
